Objectives

· To learn the proper spelling of age-appropriate or above words.

· To express personal thoughts and opinions through journal writing.

· To use the modeling method of writing to create original stories.

· To develop proper handwriting skills in manuscript and cursive.

Note: Although spelling, handwriting and, to a limited extent, grammar are taught in the second grade, their place in the Language Arts curriculum are subordinate to the actual process of writing. Children are first encouraged to freely express their ideas. Correction is done afterward.

I will address grammar issues as they arise, but these should not distract from the children‘s writing.
