Course objectives:  

Specific objectives will change depending on
the quarter.  In general, the student will:

- Develop and build science process
skills    (observe, classify, measure,
communicate, infer, predict, collect, record,
interpret data, identify variables, make
hypothesis, experiment, make & use models.)

- Build critical thinking skills (analyze,
synthesize, evaluate, apply, generate and
express ideas, find solutions)

- Understand scientific concepts related to 
physical and earth science

- "Do" science (Experiment and inquire- both
teacher led and student developed)

- Read and write about science

- Learn/use study skills to master content

Class sessions:  5 times a week. 

Students read Current Science, Science World and Current Health each month. 

They are involved in science inquiry 
weekly, if not daily.

Students use the computer as a tool in class and at home.

Homework is assigned each day and is due the following day unless the assignment is longer.  

Approximately fifteen minutes of homework will be assigned, but may require more time depending on the student.   

Homework may consist of memorizing vocab learned in class or a written assignment.  

Evaluation:
- announced and "pop: vocab quizzes
- classwork and homework
- a test at the end of a unit (always be announced

- a longer project along with a test or  in lieu of a test.

Grades:  The report card will show a percentage grade and an effort grade.  Both are an average of daily homework, class work, quizzes and test grades.
