· The basic needs of people and animals: air, water, food, living space, and shelter

· Sources from food other than a grocery store (e.g. farms, oceans, lakes, forests)
· How changes in each season can affect the health, survival, or activities of living things

Physical Sciences

· Physical systems, concepts and properties of matter, energy, forces, and motion

· Sort objects based on the materials they are made of and by their physical properties
· Chemical changes of an object (e.g. burning paper) vs. physical changes, which leave the properties mostly the same (e.g. tearing paper)

· Magnets

Science and Technology

· The relationship between science and technology, design and construct devices to solve problems

· Recycling

· Using the scientific process to ask questions, conduct investigations gather, analyze and communicate information

· Learning how to think scientifically
· Ask and Explore “what happens when” questions
· Communicate work spoken, and through writing or pictures
· Give good explanations based on evidence from experiments

· The interconnected cycles and systems of the universe, solar system, and earth
· Resources from living (e.g. forest) and non-living (e.g. minerals, water) environment
