Course objectives:  

Specific objectives will change depending on the quarter.  In general, the student will:

- "do" science (Experiment and inquire- both teacher led and student developed)
- read and write about science
- learn/use study skills to master content
Class sessions:

   Classes meet 5 times a week

Text:  Prentice Hall Physical Science and Prentice Hall Earth Science.  Each student has a text to keep and use as well as an on-line text.

Other:
Teacher notes, internet, Welch Power Basics, Science with Simple Things

Students read Current Science, Science World and Current Health each month. 

They are involved in science inquiry weekly or daily.

Students use the computer as a tool in class and at home.

Homework:

 Assigned 5 days a week and is due the following

 unless the assignment is longer.

Approximately 30 minutes of homework will be assigned, but time requirements may vary depending on the student.   

Homework may consist of memorizing vocab learned in class or a written assignment.

In the case of absence, the student should check with a homework buddy to find out the assignment.  If a student is absent for one day, homework is due the day after he returns to school.
Evaluation:
- announced and "pop: vocab quizzes
- classwork and homework
- a test at the end of a unit (Tests will  always be announced 2 - 5 days in  advance.)

- a longer project along with a test or  in lieu of a test.
