Trailblazers and Discoverers - Inventors and Scientists

Second Quarter

Families and Neighborhoods Long Ago - Native Americans (food, homes, clothing). Compare and contrast with what we have today. 
National Symbols and Events in our Democracy - Holidays that celebrate the core democratic values and principles of this nation including Martin Luther King Jr. Day, Presidents’ Day,  Memorial Day, the Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day and Thanksgiving.

Third Quarter

National Symbols - The flag, the eagle, the Liberty Bell, important buildings, monuments and statues, patriotic songs and sayings, and the Pledge of Allegiance.
